TEAM is a year-round paid internship in environmental education. Beginning with an eight day
summer training, participants develop leadership and hands-on teaching skills while learning about
the interconnections between themselves, natural, and urban environments. With the support of
Headlands Institute education staff, Interns develop and lead interactive science and leadership
based activities with our elementary and middle school field science participants. TEAM Interns
work with an adult mentor Educator throughout the year to set and attain goals, gain first-hand
experience of what it is like to be an Educator at Headlands Institute and to prepare and lead a
lesson in an elementary school classroom of their choice. Interns also engage in community
stewardship projects and learn about local environmental issues during the school year.

We seek applicants who are open to new experiences, want to be part of a diverse learning
community and want to learn more about their environment and how they can make a difference.
The ideal Intern candidates will be responsible and motivated young adults who enjoy working
with elementary and middle school aged children. Candidates should be excited about one or more
of the following: education, environment, science, community stewardship, leadership.

Please note that no prior experience in environmental education or leadership is required.

TEAM Intern responsibilities include:
e Serve as exemplary role models to elementary and middle school students.
e Represent Headlands Institute in a professional manner.
e Work cooperatively with fellow Interns and Headlands Institute staff.
e C(lear and direct communication with mentors regarding punctual attendance and
active participation in the program.
o Take responsibility for and organize personal and group teaching materials.
e A willingness to work both indoors and outdoors.

TEAM Intern Requirements

e Currently enrolled in high school.

e Able to commit to the entire, one-year internship program.

e Attend TEAM summer training August 9-13 and 16-18, 2010, including one overnight.

e Attend one day of Headlands Institute staff training at the end of August.

o Work 430-7pm once a week (Tuesday or Thursday) September 2010-March 2011.

e Attend one TEAM Saturday event per month to participate in stewardship projects and/or
enrichment trainings.

e Observe a Headlands Institute Field Science Educator for one full school day in the fall.

e Attend the following 1-3 day weekend events: TEAM mid-year retreat (January), TEAM
spring retreat (April).

e Prepare and teach one lesson to an elementary or middle school classroom in your
community in March.

e Attend the end of the year TEAM celebration in April.
